Travel

Berlin Tegel (TXL) or Berlin Schönefeld (SXF): transfer to main railway station (Berlin Hbf) and then continue by train (hourly ICE connections to Braunschweig Hbf). Travel time from airport to Braunschweig railway station 1:30 to 2:30 hrs., costs of a one-way ticket are about 55 € plus airport bus.

Hannover Airport (HAJ Hanover Airport): transfer to main railway station (Hannover Hbf) and then continue by train (hourly ICE and IC connections to Braunschweig Hbf). Travel time Airport to Braunschweig railway station 1 – 1h30 hrs., costs of a one-way ticket are about 20-30 €.
